The photographs below were taken by an Ecology Conittee volunteer last fall atWawayanda State Park, less than six miles froi
Highland Lakes! As you can see, the Water Chestnatquatic plant is extremely invasive and can spreadapidly from year to year.

DO NOT ATTEMPT to remove them from the water yoursdf but call the Club Office (973-7644366) and report where they are
located. Improper removal can cause the seeds frothe water chestnut plant to spread beyond control.

Water Chestnut plant fragments can be transportedd our lakes by boats and water fowl. Please checkyr boat and motor before
launching into any of our lakes if you have been laiing elsewhere. Thank you.
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
